Objectives:
 1. After examining the life and work of Hale Woodruff students will compare and contrast the 2 paintings The Results of Good Housing, with the current housing situation facing poor African Americans and how the city currently deals with low income house. 
2. Students will analyze and research Woodruffs time during the painting to understand how the past generation dealt with it and predict how the future enervations may deal with the situation.

3. Students will create a painting which describes how they feel the future in low income housing will look, based upon class discussions, current trades, and past decisions made by the Atlanta Housing authority.  

Procedure
1. Students will analyze the paintings The Results of Housing and discuss the message found within.
 2. Students will utilize the internet to explore the life and career of Hale Woodruff.
3. Divide into groups of 5 and discuses the research findings and create a summary of group findings to be delivered to whole class. 

4. Create a list of critical points in Woodruffs life and career. 

5. Discuss as a class the New Deal and why it was an important to the poor. 
6. Compare and contrast the current housing situation for the poor to when University Homes was built in 1936. 
7. Brainstorm ideas for where students believe housing for the poor will look in the future and create sketch in preparation for Woodruff style painting.
8. using various painting techniques create a painting from sketches.
