	Performance Objectives:



	After completion of the lesson, students will be able to: Describe the similarities and differences between two works of art of the Social Realist style but produced by two different artists, such as Jacob Lawrence and Charles White.
· Explain the Social Realist Movement.
· Discuss basic facts about two artist of the Social Realist Movement: Who they are, what was their primary subject matter and what influenced it, when did they produce art, where are they now? 

	Expected Outcome:
	Students will be able to create a PowerPoint presentation that demonstrates a comparative and contrast of two Social Realist artists.

	Procedures:


	 Session 1
Give students an overview of what Social Realism is. (see http://www.artcyclopedia.com/history/social-realism.html website for information) Explain to students that they will be researching two Social Realist Artists and comparing and contrasting their artwork. Session 2
Students will work in groups of two on the computer using the internet and the website http://www.artcyclopedia.com/history/social-realism.html .Groups should select two artists to research from the site and copy and past the bibliograpy of each artist into Microsoft Word. The group should then save the documents onto a floppy disk. A sample piece of art should also be copied and pasted into Microsoft Word, one for each chosen artist. Students will take the floppy to teachers computer and open the floppy and print out the two biographies, which are taken home (along with the floppy) and read as homework. Remind students that they should be reading in order to compare and contrast the information about the artists and their work. Students in the group will use the Seeing Artwork worksheet to select the leading questions. Groups will select and answer one question from each bold face category for homework.
Session 3 
Students return to the lab and insert the floppy back in the computer to view the two j-peg files. The open images, along with the hard-copy printout of the biographies, are used to compare/contrast the differences and similarities of the two artists' works, by writing on the -Artist Biography Checksheet.- (See checklist.)

Session 4
Students will open Microsoft Powerpoint and create a powerpoint presentation of their comparative and contrast research.

Students must include a title page, a page explaining Social Realism, an example of each artist work and a comparison and contrast of that artist work, using the information gather by using the Artist Biography Checklist and the answers from the Seeing Artwork worksheet.
